
400,000 transmission errors (or changes) in the New Testament alone?

To start, we need to understand that these are variants between manuscripts, not truth errors. For example, one manuscript might read "Jesus spoke to them, saying..." and another "Jesus speaking to them, said...". There is no "error" here, simply a different way of stating the same thing. In fact, all biblical scholars agree that the vast majority of variants are of no concern. 
1) They are usually not viable:
	A) Only 1 manuscript in obscurity has a different reading that would make no sense to have. Something that did not make it through any of the multitude of independent transmission streams.
	B) An obvious slip of the pen - an English example would be a long "a" that looks like a "q".
2) Or they are not meaningful: 
	A) The different Greek texts would all translate to the same English sentence. There are probably over 100 ways to say John loves Mary in Greek that would all translate to the same in English. 
	B) Different spellings for the same word. John vs Johnn or Gray vs Grey.

Greek NT scholars agree that around 99.5% of all the variants fall into the above categories. Having zero impact on the text. Example: https://www.thegospelcoalition.org/blogs/justin-taylor/an-interview-with-daniel-b-wallace-on-the-new-testament-manuscripts/



This leaves us with around 2,000. Still quite a large number. However, even the remaining variants in question can be shown to have little to no impact on the truth contained in scripture (and in many cases the exact text of any disputed passage is preserved in the remaining undisputed scripture).  For example, a meaningful variant includes Jesus vs Lord Jesus - https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=fqovqAmoecg  25:30 minute mark.


I personally went through the most “damaging" variants and found that the remaining variants fall into the following categories. My main aim – to show what the impact would be, if we weren’t sure whether the longer (or expanded) text of each variant was scripture. Aka – worst case scenario.

Legend:
Change in Piety or Pronoun – Changes in title/name only. These variants do not hinder our ability to understand who did or said something regardless of how they were transmitted.
1) Are we confused on who is being referenced? No
2) Has an attribute been removed? No
Synonym or Implied Understanding – The implied understanding/message of text remains the same with or without the variant. 
1) Saying the same thing - Were you confused on the meaning with/without certain words? No
2) Expanded Redundancy - The additional or different words don’t change what you would have understood from the text or context alone.
Text Preserved – The same verse still appears in scripture at other locations.
	1) Either within the same context. We may not know whether the author repeated a statement, but regardless he made it at least once
	2) Or with another author. I.e. We might find something in Luke, that we are not sure if exists in Matthew. Even if we are not sure if Matthew recorded it, we still have it. Nothing was lost.
	3) Or quoting from Old Testament which contains the full text of any portion in question.
Truth Preserved – The same truth meant to be conveyed is preserved in the scripture in other locations. Truth has not somehow been lost or corrupted. I don’t like that scripture may have been modified, but it hasn’t impacted the message behind it.



Abstract
I have found that there are only 3 Concerning Variants where the text contains extra pieces of knowledge that are found nowhere else in scripture and could impact our ability to capture any/all scripturally contained truth God meant for us to have.
This represent 0.001% of all variants or 0.1% of the meaningful/viable ones

None of which impact any core teaching or doctrine.
We can either:
1) Handle them the same way as the books in the Apocrypha - where they may or may not be scriptural, and simply say we don't know. And mark them as such. The rest of the Bible remains certain.
2) Acknowledging that these all date back closely to the time of the apostles and bear the marks of authenticity. We can conclude that these are likely other truths passed orally (at least) within the region they were transmitted or other writings by the Apostles (possibly edits).
	It makes since they wouldn't be found in Alexandrian texts for instance, because they wouldn't have known. If someone asked John for another story of Jesus, he isn't going to deny them and say "no, I can only repeat what I've written down"

If we have any differences at all, does that mean we can’t trust scripture and that other passages were not inspired?
Actually no. The fact that we have different transmission streams (Byzantine, Western, Alexandrian, Ceaseren, Coptic, Syriac, Latin), is exactly how we can find these variants and can be assured that the remaining 99.99% of the text (containing the same content in all these transmissions) came from the original documents. And even in the very rare case we find a new variant, the evidence (based on current variants) supports that no gospel truth will be lost. That is the consistent history of finding new variants. 

There is no evidence of any overall purposeful corruption of scripture. In fact, the opposite comes to light as scribes tried their best, but marginal notes and familiar verses from other passages were added to the main text on accident over time. We are actually more likely to have the same scripture being repeated (or reemphasized). Not corrupted.


The 3 variants are:

1) John 5:4 Church Historical 100s - 200s
KJV “For an angel went down at a certain season into the pool, and troubled the water: whosoever then first after the troubling of the water stepped in was made whole of whatsoever disease he had.”

This is an explanation of why sick people lined up at a pool in Jerusalem. It appears to be a marginal note that a scribe added (to help explain the situation) that was inserted into the main text of “some” manuscripts.

2) Luke 22:43-44 - Church historical 100s - including Origen who disagrees with Sinaiticus and Vaticanus 
KJV “And there appeared an angel unto him from heaven, strengthening him. And being in an agony he prayed more earnestly: and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground.”

3) John 8:2-11 Woman caught in Adultery - Church Historical 200s
This contains no ideas about Jesus that are not present in other places. The Pharisees consistently tried to trap Jesus using Old Testament law. And it shows Jesus does not condemn those in sin if they will to change (i.e. woman at the well) and remember “As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions from us.” Psalm 103:12. 
Not having this story wouldn’t be any different than knowing we are missing “many other things which Jesus did, the which, if they should be written every one, I suppose that even the world itself could not contain the books that should be written.“ John 21:25. Why should we have a standard that goes beyond what even the Gospel writers had.
We shouldn't feel like we have to (need to) include every story about Jesus to have the full Gospel (especially one that does not add to any known core values)

Abbreviations
CT - Critical Text

The King James is considered of Byzantine type whereas the Holman Christian standard is considered Alexandrian. Comparing these two will reveal the greatest differences in viable/meaningful variants. 
As we will see, no core truth or passage meaning has been lost even in the greatest of variations.




Verses


Matthew 4:10
CT/TR: Then Jesus said to him, “Away with you, Satan! For it is written, ‘You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him only you shall serve.’”
MT: Then Jesus said to him, “Get behind me, Satan! For it is written, ‘You shall worship the Lord your God, and Him only you shall serve.’”

Even if the word is missing it means nothing, for there are other verses that show anger by itself is not the problem (a sin). Ephesians 4:6 = “6 Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:” 
Even Jesus was angry at fellow Jews Matthew 21:12-13. Putting Ephesians and Matthew together: It is not anger by itself that is the issue, it is the “thoughts and intents of the heart” that caused you to be angry. (Hebrews 4:12).  
You will be subject to judgment on the intent or reason for your anger. If you have a just cause then your intent is innocent (or free from judgment).




Matthew 5:27
TR: "You have heard that it was said by those of old, 'Do not commit adultery.'
MT/CT: "You have heard that it was said, 'Do not commit adultery.'

if it was something said in the past then by definition it would be of old. but we know this is an OT reference, so also implied "of old"

At face value this would be concerning. The reason this is not concerning: Luke also does not include this (with no variants). The point Jesus is making in context is not to use vein repetition of words. 
Matt 6:7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their much speaking.
Therefore, he is not giving specific words or a recipe to pray over and over. That would be going against what he is saying. Instead giving an example of things to pray.

Point of the example is to focus attention on God and not on ourselves.
Jesus including a prayer already recorded doesn't give us any more info, since the point Jesus is making is the words themselves are not important. Maybe Jesus said even more than this as well. Again, it's not the words themselves that mattered here.
1Chr 29:11 Thine, O LORD, is the greatness, and the power, and the glory, and the victory, and the majesty: for all that is in the heaven and in the earth is thine; thine is the kingdom, O LORD, and thou art exalted as head above all.
We already have this prayer example in scripture.



Matthew 6:18
TR: so that it will not be obvious to men that you are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you openly.
MT/CT: so that it will not be obvious to men that you are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you.

What would be a private reward? In contrast to the "secret" action we take with God, we are rewarded by a bountiful God. I would assume the reward would be equivalent or better to the public reward being contrasted
In addition, if we boast in God then wouldn't anything he does for us be Public implicitly? Or wouldn't any reward God put on our life manifest symptoms in an openly manner or in the open world?
I conclude "open" is not needed to know that some part of this reward will take a public form.



Matthew 9:36
TR: When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were weary and cast out, like sheep without a shepherd.

I don't believe the gifts in Matthew were meant to be exhaustive.  In fact:
Matt 10:1 And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease.

In additions, Jesus told us those who believe on him will do what he did. That would include raising the dead.
John 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also;

HCSB And He told them, “This kind can come out by nothing but prayer [and fasting ].”


Fasting has always been demonstrated in scripture to amplify prayer or communication with God. It should be assumed that fasting goes along with deep prayer. 
As given in the OT
Isa 58:6 Is not this the fast that I have chosen? to loose the bands of wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, and to let the oppressed go free, and that ye break every yoke?
Ezra 8:23 So we fasted and besought our God for this: and he was intreated of us.
Joel 2:12 Therefore also now, saith the LORD, turn ye even to me with all your heart, and with fasting, and with weeping, and with mourning:
Judg 20:26 Then all the children of Israel, and all the people, went up, and came unto the house of God, and wept, and sat there before the LORD, and fasted that day until even, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the LORD.
2Chr 20:3 And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek the LORD, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah.

The apostles also demonstrated they understood this link.
Acts 13:3 And when they had fasted and prayed, and laid their hands on them, they sent them away.
Acts 14:23 And when they had ordained them elders in every church, and had prayed with fasting, they commended them to the Lord, on whom they believed.
Acts 10:30 And Cornelius said, Four days ago I was fasting until this hour; and at the ninth hour I prayed in my house, and, behold, a man stood before me in bright clothing,

Jesus, himself, demonstrated fasting to work against demonic attack, when he was going to be tempted
Matt 4:2 And when he had fasted forty days and forty nights, he was afterward an hungred.
Matt 4:4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.


This verse would be equivalent of saying nothing but prayer and more prayer. 
Anyone who has studied prayer knows the link with fasting.
We don't need Jesus to say "fasting" to understand it's a key component to deep prayer.




Mark 9:44,46

I don't believe the signs in Mark is meant to be exhaustive Especially since they did other things, such as raised the dead.
Mark 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

Jesus already made this claim that his believers after he goes "unto the Father" will do everything Jesus did and more. 
John 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.


The remainder is quoted by the other Gospels.

Therefore, nothing is mentioned in the long ending of Mark, that isn't already recorded.
The verses contain no teaching that isn’t taught elsewhere. Christ’s post-resurrection appearance to Mary (who had seven devils) (Luke 8:2; John 20:1-18) verse 9, 
the sadness of disciples (John 16:19-20) verse 10, doubt of the disciples (Matt 28:17) verse 11, His appearance to the two disciples on the road to Emmaus (Luke 24:35) verse 12-13, 
His appearance to the apostles (Luke 24:36-43; John 20:19-23) verse 14. The Great Commission (Matthew 28:18-20; Luke 24:46-48) verse 15, baptism (Acts 2:38) and belief (John 3:18) verse 16, 
casting out demons (Acts 8:7; Acts 19:12) and speaking in tongues (Acts 2:4; 1 Cor 12:10) verse 17, immune to venom (Luke 10:19; Acts 28:3-5) and healing the sick (James 5:14; Acts 5:15,16) verse 18, 
the ascension (Luke 24:51; Acts 1:9) verse 19. The truth preached by apostles and promise of the signs that were to accompany the apostles’ activities (Hebrews 2:3-4) verse 20

The earliest clear evidence for Mark 16:9-20 as part of the Gospel of Mark is in Chapter XLV First Apology of Justin Martyr (c. 160). 
Tatian, included the verses in his Greek Diatessaron (having come down to us in Arabic, Italian, and Old Dutch editions) c. A.D. 170.
Irenaeus (c. 184), in Against Heresies 3:10.6, explicitly cited Mark 16:19, stating that he was quoting from near the end of Mark's account. This patristic evidence is over a century older than the earliest manuscript of Mark 16.
Third century witnesses include Tertullian, who died after A.D. 220, in his On the Resurrection of the Flesh
Contained in the Codex Alexandrinus – which is only 50 years younger than Sinaiticus and Vaticanus

Regardless if Jesus quoted the whole think, he was quoted in it, and believed it. No truth is lost.

(KJB) But he turned, and rebuked them, and said, Ye know not what manner of spirit ye are of. (56) or the Son of man is not come to destroy men's lives, but to save them. And they went to another village.
(HCSB) But He turned and rebuked them, (56) and they went to another village.

John 10:10 A thief comes only to steal and to kill and to destroy. I have come so that they may have life and have it in abundance.
Luke 19:10 For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.


We know Jesus rebuked them. That part is not different. Repeating a previous statement that is already recorded doesn’t add anything. We can look at everything Jesus taught to see all the places they failed it.
. 
And “spirit ye are of” doesn’t tell us what “spirit” he meant, we would still have to look at other verses and context to understand. The text by itself doesn’t really offer anything. Other than obviously something was wrong with their “spirit” or Jesus wouldn’t have rebuked them. 
Implicit in the text. I.e. You know not what is wrong with that thought. Obviously or they wouldn’t have said it. And obviously it was wrong if Jesus was to rebuke it. The text doesn’t give further insight.





Luke 10:21

The church fathers clearly knew about it, but some questioned it.
Papias (AD 110). Eusebius (350s) claims that Papias (110) mentioned this story. Papias referred to “another account about a woman who was accused of many sins before the Lord... Found in the Gospel of Hebrews”[9] 
The Didascalia (250s). The Didascalia was written as early as our earliest manuscripts. Chris Keith writes, “The author of the Didascalia recalls PA [pericope adulterae] while instructing bishops regarding the forgiveness of sinners.”[10
 Tertullian (AD 200) was scandalized that this story was Scripture, claiming that it “favors adulterers.”[16] Hermas (early 2nd century) writes that “there is but one repentance”[17] for those who commit adultery. 
Didymus the Blind (313-390AD) (discovered in Egypt) states that in certain gospels we find this story
Agapius of Menbij (942ad) Gives us an unknown fragment of Papias (AD 110) he had in his possession.  ‘And there was at that time in Menbij [Hierapolis] a distinguished master who had many treatises, and he wrote five treatises on the Gospel. And he mentions in his treatise on the Gospel of John, that in the book of John the Evangelist, he speaks of a woman who was adulterous, so when they presented her to Christ our Lord, to whom be glory, He told the Jews who brought her to Him, “Whoever of you knows that he is innocent of what she has done, let him testify against her with what he has.” So when He told them that, none of them responded with anything and they left’

Perscillian is a Spanish Christian where we have the first reference to this. Later Latin manuscripts as a gloss. Then in Greek much later.
